CASE STUDY METHODS

1. LECTURE

Story telling. It has the disasdvantage  of an ordinary typical traditional lecture.

Hinds. eg. Use a question that’s like “Why Darwin thought of all this when he discovered the Evolution Theory?”. To do this more actively Kipp dressed up as Darwin. Another time he has asked a colleague to dress up as monk to play the role of being Mendel and Kipp was interwiewing him. Mendel had strong German accent.

2. DISCUSSION

Models existing

--“Socratic Methods”. In this method you choose a student one at a time and the tutor behaves as an interrogator asking him questions all the time (cross-examination). The outcome is that, yes the student suffers, but he will remember eventually all his life the answers that he gave and the Tutor’s responses to him.

--“Directed Discussion”. This an approach versus Free-For-All, where the tutor is free to find the student anywhere even out of class and (even in a bar or corridor and even over a beer) to discuss the lecture issues in a relaxed way, even for hours.

-- “Symposia”.

--Public hearing

--Debate (Set it up by creating teams for prons and cons of the subject that is taught)

--Trial ( the Faculty sets up teams that are opponets like in courts and each team calls up members of the other opponent team as witnesses and then the same does the other team and they cross examine him/her). 

3. SMALL GROUPS

Needs a lot of control by the tutor. The tutor divides the class in groups always keeping in mind that the :

worst choice is to allow the students to pick themshelves
better choice is to choose them random

best choice is the tutor to do the selection

Categories of applications of working with small groups:

--Problem solving
--Research Teams

--Problem-based Learning (best and most frequently applied in Medicine student, as this approach does not finish during and within the class time, but continues and out and beyond the class, as the students are required to get their answers for the problem that has been given to them during the class.

--Team Learning (discussed and analyzed as we had an assignement, see folder)

--Interrupted Cases. The tutor presents the case incomplete (ideas for research papers, I think) and allows them to decide what happened next. In every next step he gives new information and expects from the students to reevaluate their decisions while every time they see if they were wrong or right. In this way the tutor provides pieces of chunk of information to the students. In this method the tutor needs to be in complete tight control, while the views of the students constantly change, proving to them that’s how science operates.
4. INDIVIDUAL LEARNING

Book review

Term paper

Dialogue paper (use when you have a controversy, eg. GM foods, stem cells, nuclear power, etc)

Example: have the students write a dialogue on Stem cells for example (controversy) between say, Sally and Sam. Ask them to give from the top of their head  20 exchange talks for each person. These 20 exchanges to be serious and intelligent (not silly comments), that should cover 3  major areas of this subject. In every statement of each person there should be included a reference to each of the information provided. Ask also the students at the end of this paper to write their own opinion. In the beginning they should also prepare a set up in 3-4 lines that is where all this discussion is taking place. They may even introduce another character if they wish so. 
To evaluate this method of Dialogue paper the tutor should set a ruebreck rubric (επεξηγηματική κεφαλίδα). Set rules like, did the students follow the tasks to create the paper, eg. 20 exchanges, reference listed, set up formation, etc
